APRIL 
Thursday 3rd Meet in Stokenchurch for an undulating 6 mile walk via Spriggs Alley through 

woods and over commons. 

Friday 4th Meet at Watlington, recreation ground car park, for a 6½ mile walk, up Pyrton 
Hill, along the top, then down One Tree Hill, looking for bluebells. 

Tuesday 8th Gentle, social 2½ mile walk from Tiddington to Rycote Chapel, returning for 
coffee at the Fox & Goat PH. 

Monday 14th Meet at Bradenham NT car park, Smalldean Lane, for a 5 mile walk using quiet 
roads and tracks via Lacey Green windmill. 

Tuesday 22nd A 6 mile walk starting from Ewelme, Cow Common car park, via Swyncombe 
church and Downs, where there will be views all round. 

Thursday 24th Meet at the green Northend for a 9 mile walk with a few climbs and lovely 
views, through Ibstone and Stonor Park.  Bring a picnic. 

Wednesday 30th Meet at the Cock Inn, Coombe, for a 7 mile walk around Blenheim via 
fieldpaths, parkland and estate drives, with good views.

Saturday 24th Meet at Great Kimble, off B4009 by Swan PH, for a scenic 6 mile walk, taking 
in a view of Chequers, Pulpit Hill Nature Reserve and Whiteleaf Golf Course.
